MIRA makes one of the most exciting and beautiful interpretations of Sauvignon Blanc that
we have ever tasted. Think Sebastien Riffault, but better. And that is not a marketing
gimmick. Describing aromas and flavours would not do this wine justice; you simply have to
taste it.

25-year-old vineyard on a clay soil. The hang-picked grapes are fermented in a 1000-l acacia
barrel with a portion of whole berries in the juice. After 6 months of maturation, it is bottled.
